College credit must be arranged by the intern with his/her university.

Candidates eligible to participate in the CBCF Virtual Library Internship must be pursuing a degree at an
accredited institution of higher education to receive college credit. Recent graduates are also eligible.
Applications are submitted to Avoice at CBCF and reviewed by a selection committee.

Participants in the internship must reside in or around the Washington, DC Metropolitan Area. Interns are
responsible for all transportation costs.
